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Universal Testing 2nd grade
For the second year, the Arizona Department of
Education has provided funding to test all 2nd
graders using the CogAT test. Last year, we tested
almost 2,000 second graders and identified 57 as
gifted in one or more areas. In addition, we
discovered 99 second graders who were close to
qualification who we will retest this year! These are
students, who for the most part, had not been
referred by parents or teachers for testing. We can
now help them realize their potential and meet
their educational needs!

Second grade testing will occur Dec. 1- Dec 15in
students' homerooms. If you do not want your
child tested, please let their classroom teacher
know. Even students who have tested before and
not qualified, will be tested, as well as student
already in the gifted program. Qualification letters
will be sent to students who qualify or were close
to qualification in January.
